Mark’s focus is of
course financial sustainability for a small club and his three rules are cash-
is-king, be fully insured and don't borrow. The club is about to embark on a
substantial building program without borrowing funds.

Part of Mark’s job is to analyse financial trends and as a result, make good
financial decisions and he brings this to Balmain Rowing Club via smarter
management and meaningful reporting. Mark has taken advantage of
technology that can automate accounting packages so the Treasurer’s role
can be more analytical and strategic as opposed to just transactional.
